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While driving to work, I often have to stop for a school bus that is picking up a handicapped child.  I 
have watched as his mother wheels him down a snow-covered ramp, all bundled up with blankets.  
Then, she and the bus driver get him all strapped in on the bus so he can get to school.  This process 
usually takes about 10 minutes. 
 
Seeing the devastation in Haiti has filled us all with horror and grief.  The sight of millions of people 
who are homeless, thirsty, hungry and destitute is mind-boggling.  It is almost beyond 
comprehension to imagine how the needs of so many people can be met. 
 
As I watch these scenes, I am overwhelmed with gratitude for God’s blessings to me.  Even on my 
worst days, I have the privilege of working with students who are able to dress themselves, walk to 
their buses, run down the sidewalks, catch balls, sit at a desk, hold pencils and do their work.   
Every morning I wake up in a warm bed.  There is a roof over my head and I have plenty of clear, 
clean water to drink and bathe in.  I have a pantry and a refrigerator with all the food I need.  I can 
call the doctor when I am sick and receive medicine for my ailments. 
 
How often do we forget how blessed we are to have healthy, happy boys and girls?    When was 
the last time we really stopped to thank God for the clean water from our taps and the roofs over 
our heads?  Daily, we need to say with King David, “The Lord has done great things for us, and we 
are filled with joy.”  (Ps. 126:3)
