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Dress Code Reminders:
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Boys need to wear only White t-shirts beneath their uniform shirts. We are seeing all kinds of different
colors. Please limit your t-shirts to white.

Boys need to abide by the hair code found on page 35 of the Parent Handbook.

Girls are to wear Shorts under their uniforms. These Should not show beneath the uniform. We
are seeing all kinds of different color biker shorts/leotards that come below the knee. Please do not allow
your daughter to wear these to school. Leggings should be red or blue and should fit snuggly all
the way to the ankle. No boot cut or bell-bottom type leggings, please.

Please — no layering. Short-sleeved shirts should not be worn over long-sleeved shirts.

Please remember that students are required to wear a uniform shirt underneath CHCS sweatshirts.

As stated in the uniform dress code, all socks need to be above the ankle and easily visible. They should
be white, blue or red. No ruffles, please.

Please look at the length of your child’s shorts and uniforms. They should be not more than 2
inches above the knee. \We’re seeing some shorts and uniforms that are shorter than our requirements.

We will be doing random uniform checks throughout the school year. If your child is not dressed in
proper uniform we will call you and request that you bring appropriate clothing.
