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My family lives in Houston, Texas, so I spent Friday evening quite anxious for their safety as Hurricane 
Ike roared over their homes.  They all survived the storm and now are dealing with the aftermath – 
cleaning up broken limbs and broken fences and enduring Houston in September with no electricity.  
Ike even impacted our lives with raging winds that caused thousands to be without power.   
 
As I helplessly watched the news on Friday and Saturday, I wanted so much to help!  I wanted to be 
there to take care of my parents and my sister and her family.  I longed to be there to see firsthand that 
everyone was safe and unharmed.  But, I couldn’t.  I had to leave their lives in God’s hands.   
 
It’s hard to trust God with our loved ones.  No matter what type of storm hits – illness, financial 
downturns, family crises – we want to help, get our fingers in the pie.  When difficult situations come, 
we can rely on Psalm 91: 14 – 16, “Because he loves me,” says the Lord, “I will rescue him; I will protect 
him, for he acknowledges my name.  He will call upon me, and I will answer him; I will be with him in 
trouble, I will deliver him and honor him.
